Acts of military aggression represent the most brutal use of a monopoly of power. Entire nations can suffer destruction in the name of special interests. People are robbed of their lives and security when special interests are 'defended'  through the extreme violence of warfare. 


The West claims to hold a liberal democratic value system, and proclaims fundamental principles of the equality of human beings and their right to freedom of action. But in the great neo-liberal global myth of happiness through money, the freedom ideals of the West stumble over their own 
success and reveal themselves in a very anti-libertarian form: global 
monopolies that are larger and more powerful than many nations, but beyond  
all democratic control. 


We in the West are still enjoying the fruits of half a century of technological and financial progress, but we are beginning to reach its limits. In order to maintain our high material standard of living and relative freedom of choice, we require unimpeded access to raw materials: first and foremost, oil. And this 'essential' flow of energy is threatened by the political radicalisation of the Arabic world. That is what the 'War against Terror' is really about, underneath all the rhetorical hypocrisy of Bush and Co.

It's the Emperor's New Clothes all over again. But we say that violence breeds violence and hatred breeds hatred.

Foundation of the Peace Watch 

Everyone has an equal right to peace. 

1 The Peace Watch is an association of people who believe that the road to peace is built on dialogue and global justice, across the boundaries of political, religious and ethnic divides. 

2 Since 19 October 2001, the Peace Watch has stood in front of Christiansborg every day to mark our protest against Danish participation in the 'War against Terror' which threatens our security, both globally and locally. 

3 The Peace Watch keeps a Flame of Hope lit, a symbolic flame of life for all those whose lives, families and societies  have been smashed by war. 

4 The Peace Watch itself practises peace in its relations with the public. 

5 The Peace Watch is at any time represented by the members of the watch who are present.  

6 The overall expression and attitudes of the Peace Watch are discussed and developed at general meetings. 

7 The Peace Watch requires nothing of its members other than to stand for peace on the above foundation.
